- After graduating from junior high school, students often have to take academic
achievement tests to seek employment or enter higher education.

- Students and parents work together with the schools to address the issue of
employment and the furthering of the student's education. Documents necessary for
employment or higher education may be submitted to the employer or higher
education institution via the junior high school. Please consult your school about
future career paths as soon as possible.
