He taught at the University of
Edinburgh before assuming his current position. His publications include The Soviet Union and the Arms Race (1983), Stalin and the
Bomb: The Soviet Union and Atomic Energy, 1939-1956 (1994), and Nuclear Weapons: An International History (to be released in
February 2026).
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Research Associate at the Center for Nuclear Security Policy at Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT). Specializes in nuclear
crises, escalation dynamics, and the security of nuclear reactors during armed conflict. She is a co-founder and member of the
Executive Board of the Arms Control Negotiation Academy. She is also a member of the Committee on International Security and Arms
Control of the National Academies of Sciences, and a senior nonresident fellow at the Brookings Institution. Formerly, she was a Senior
Research Associate at the Harvard Kennedy School Belfer Center, affiliated with the Project on Managing the Atom, and a Visiting
Professor at both Tufts University and the Peace Research Institute Frankfurt.
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Professor, School of Global Humanities and Social Sciences, Deputy Director of the Research Center for Global Risk, and Concurrent
Professor at the Research Center for Nuclear Abolition (RECNA), Nagasaki University. He is also a member and Senior Research Adviser
of the Asia-Pacific Leadership Network (APLN). He specializes in nuclear arms control, disarmament, and nonproliferation. He worked
for many years in the field of arms control, disarmament, and nonproliferation as a diplomat and as Special Adviser for Arms Control,
Disarmament and Non-Proliferation at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan.
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Senior Fellow at the Carnegie Endowment for International Peace, working for both the Nuclear Policy Program and Carnegie China.
Formerly based in Beijing, he now conducts research in Washington on nuclear deterrence, nonproliferation, arms control, emerging
military technologies, China’s security policy, and regional security in the Asia-Pacific region. He also serves as a nonresident
researcher with Princeton University’s Science and Global Security Program.
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He serves as Program Manager at the Center for National Security and International Studies at the Los Alamos National Laboratory. He
represented the Secretary of Defense to the Fourth Review Conference of the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty (NPT) and served as
Senior Adviser to the U.S. delegation at the 1995 NPT Review and Extension Conference. He also represented the Secretary of Defense
in the Open Skies negotiations. He has held positions in the Pentagon and the Congressional Research Service, and has taught at
Cornell University, Georgetown University, and the College of William and Mary.
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Professor of the National Graduate Institute for Policy Studies (GRIPS). She is also the Director of the Security and Strategy Program
(SSP) at GRIPS. Having served as Special Assistant of the Japanese Embassy in Germany (1998-2000), she joined GRIPS in 2000 and
was appointed Professor in 2009. Her specialty is international security and European diplomatic history, with a focus on NATO,
Germany, and nuclear strategy including nuclear sharing. She has served on numerous government committees and is a regular
contributor to major newspapers.
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Professor of International History at Roma Tre University and Co-Director of the Nuclear Proliferation International History Project.
From 2014 to 2018 he was President of the Italian Society of International History. Among his most recent publications are The Making
of the Global Nuclear Order in the 1970s (with David Holloway), and Issues and Controversies (Abingdon: Routledge, 2021).
