・International high school students (those living in Japan & living overseas)  approx. 40 people

10. Application period: 

Applications must be received by May 31 (Sun), 2026 11:59 pm (Japan Standard Time). 
 
11. Application requirements: 

(1) Youths 15 to 18 years old (high school students) 
(2) Highly interested in realizing international peace (the abolition of nuclear weapons etc.) 
(3) Can actively participate in English discussions 
(4) Can join in group activities according to the program 
(5) Can attend the entire program including the pre-learning program 
(6) Highly motivated to make use of the experiences of this program to participate in peace activities,  

including international exchanges, local community initiatives, and posting on social media, etc. 
(7) The participants must be able to travel alone from a local domestic airport to Hiroshima with the sponsors’  

guidance.
